Through the 
foundation’s Mel Ferris Scholarship Award, over $117,000 in scholarships have been 
awarded to students in the nine accredited schools of architecture in California, including 
California Polytechnic University, Pomona. Scholarships are awarded based on the quality 
of student portfolios and financial need. 
 
Kain joined the California Architecture Foundation as a regent in 2001 and has served as 
chair of both the nomination and development committees as well as vice president / 
president elect. Since joining HMC in 1978, Kain has served as principal-in-charge of 
several large healthcare projects, including the $400 million Kaiser Downey Medical 
Center and the $130 million tower at Kaiser West Los Angeles.
